Are They Crazy Or Am 1?

He was one of the greatest scientists and thinkers in history.

However, in his childhood he was not very bright. When he was nine, his father told his mother he was very
worried about him because he was “a bit dim” and that he might have to leave school soon. His teachers
complained that he had no sense of discipline and had a bad effect on the other pupils.

When he was fifteen, he left school, but a few years later he began to study mathematics and physics at a
special technical university in Zurich. However, even at university, he was hardly “a good student”. He rarely
attended lectures. Instead, he used the time to study physics on his own and play the violin. He was also often in
trouble with the professors and lecturers because he constantly argued with them. One of them told him “You’re
clever, extremely clever. But you have one real fault; you never let anyone tell you anything!” He didn't like the
methods of teaching but he knew he was going to be a scientist.

When he graduated from university, he couldn't get a job. Finally he found work in the Swiss Patent Office
in Berne. One of his duties was writing descriptions of new inventions. This helped him to learn how to write
clearly and simply. He later said that the biggest problem in science was the language which people used.

He became very famous for his Theory of Relativity, which concerns time and gravity and how things change
when they travel at very high speeds. However, all his life he lived very simply and was totally uninterested in
money, power or fame. He could never understand why so many people admired him and wanted to meet him. He
knew that most of them knew little of his works and didn't understand his ideas. "Are they crazy, or am 1?" he asked.

eViewsTell me about your work in goal-setting?

Warwick OK. I was bumbling through life, not really achieving what I wanted to achieve or
knowing what I wanted to achieve. And then finally it sort of dawned on me after I’d heard from nearly
everybody else, that if I had set goals, if I set goals for myself that I would be more focused on
achieving things. One of the key things that I read that really triggered this for me was a book called
“Alice in Wonderland”. And the section that I refer to is when Alice is lost in the forest and she
stumbles across the Cheshire Cat. And she says to the Cheshire Cat, “I’m lost. Which way should I go?”
And the Cheshire Cat says “Where do you want to go?” And Alice says “Well, it doesn’t really matter,
as long as I get somewhere.” And the Cheshire Cat says, “Well it doesn’t matter which way you go!”
That’s what I found, for me, I wasn’t really going anywhere, and then finally I decided that I needed to
do something, and the big thing for me was, I was obese. And I was very concerned that I was going to
be a 30 year old heart attack victim. So what I did was... got a group of friends around me, told them
that I was concerned about it, and that I wanted to lose weight and increase my health. And when it
came to goal setting, I’'m really focused... There are three types of goals. There’s the dream goal, the
performance goal and the daily goal. Now by that, when your dream goal is... For me, for example. |
want to lose twenty kilos, so I’'ll wake up and think, “yeah gonna lose twenty kilos”. The performance
goal is, OK, what do I have to do to lose twenty kilos. And that might be, I’ve got to exercise certain



times in the day or do a half hour walking every day, or maybe it’s going to be I’'m only going to eat
three meals a day and no chocolate bars or whatever. And then there’s the daily goal which is actually
doing that, and actually refraining from eating poor foods, etc. Now goal setting... There are some
negative things when it comes to goal setting; if you set yourself a goal and you’re so focused on it that
you can be close-minded to other things that happen. There may be some changes that happen in your
life and you don’t fluctuate to that because you’re so focused on the goal... Many sporting people get
very focused on goals, and if they focus on a certain time for an event, thinking that that time will win,
if there is another time that’s faster... They’re focused on their time. And so that’s usually what happens
cause they’re... The mind is so powerful that they meet the goal that they’re focused on. And other
people don’t like goals because they find it restrictive, whatever... but I... I’'m a very big one for goals
because my personal experience is that I was just floating without them. So what I did and what I
currently do is at any point in time have three major goals, that I’'m aiming for. At the moment I have
three major goals and they are: to have a certain income level with my business, to have a certain level
of accreditation with in the National Speaker’s Association of Australia. I currently have the third
highest level and I want to have the second highest level. And the final one is for me to have a published
book. Now they’re the three goals that I have, and what I do is I think about those, basically, every day.
I have an affirmation that I go through and think about those goals. Now they’re effectively as I said, my
dream goals. There’s other levels of the goals and what I have to do to that, so for, for example, for my
accreditation, whenever I do a presentation or do any work, I make sure I get a testimonial, a written
letter saying how wonderful they thought I was, because that’s part of what I need to do to get that next
level of accreditation. Also I need to go to a national conference, I need to do a few other things. So I’'m
working on those and I put those in my diary and I have time plans for them. The other things about
goals is... frequently we hear people say that they need to be SMART which is an acronym for; they
need to be specific, they need to be measurable, they need to be achievable, realistic, and timely. So if
you have a goal, let’s say “Oh one day I'm going to climb Mount Kilimanjaro”, and then five years later
it’s like, “Oh yeah that’s right, I want to climb Mount Kilimanjaro”, it’s not really a goal, that’s more a
dream. By having it as a goal it’s when are you going to climb it by, what process are you going to put
into place. So it’s all about, bringing all your energies to focus on achieving your goals.

eV Why is it that most people do so badly at reaching goals?

w A lot of it’s focus, they lose focus. Everybody’s life is busy. There is so much happening in
everybody’s life that what happens is they might have a goal, and then something will get in the road of
that. Maybe their goal might be they want to go on a holiday every year, and they put in their leave form
with their boss, and their boss is like, “Oh now’s not a good time, we’ve got this such-and-such project
on. Can you wait... a month?” And then next month it’s, “Can you wait a month?” And so different
things get in their road, and people don’t’... in my experience, people don’t stand up for their goals.
They don’t fight for them. They let other forces push them round a little bit. Also a lot of people don’t
set goals. They think they do, but it’s either a dream, or it’s a very loose goal. So when it comes time to
making a decision about an action they need to take in their life, the goal is so far back in their mind that
they don’t act in its best interests. Also because, people will sit down and go, “Oh, here’s my goals”,
and forget all about them. By revisiting them every week... is a good plan, they stay top of mind, they
stay in your mind so you can make actions based on them. I mean, so many of us have had New Year’s
resolutions where we say, “Right, this year I’'m going to yufgyg!” Usually it’s lose weight or get fit or
give up smoking or whatever. Come February, you’ve forgotten all about it, life goes on and it’s not as
important any more to you.

eV Once you reach a goal, what’s the next step?

w One thing that I would strongly encourage is to celebrate success. Once you have made and
reached that level, it is a real must to celebrate it. That way you are acknowledging it to yourself, you’re
acknowledging this level of achievement. What I used to do is, once I’d hit a goal, I’d instantly raise the
bar. Set a higher goal. And then struggle towards it, and ultimately... I would set the bar too high and I
would not reach my goal, and then that would decrease my self esteem, decrease my self worth. [ wasn’t
achieving what I had set for myself so... a whole lot of negative things happened. I’ve turned it around
now so when I set my goals I try and set them in nice little chunks that are achievable, follow that
SMART formula we talked about before, and then once you do achieve them, celebrate it! Do
something nice for yourself whether it’s like, buying yourself something or, having a massage or
something that helps really acknowledge that you’ve made an achievement. What happens, as part of
your subconscious, you enjoy that celebrating process, and so it gives you extra energy for you to reach



the next goal because you know you’re going to celebrate at the end of it. Then after you’ve celebrated
that, and really acknowledged that you’ve achieved it, turn around, look at it and, “OK, what’s the next
level?” And it may be something completely different.

eV I want to go back a couple of steps. You said when you finally decided that you wanted to get
serious about losing weight, that you gathered some close friends together. How does that fit into the
process? Why was that important?

\W% It was important for me because I needed support. I knew I couldn’t do it on my own. I was at a
size where, if | could have done it on my own, I mean I’d done so many diets, I would’ve done it years
ago. I realised that... there were going to be some tough times, and I’d need support from people to help
me with issues | was facing. To when I felt like eating some food that I’d prefer not to, if I wanted a
chocolate bar or something, if I could ring up a friend first and say, “I want to eat a chocolate bar. Tell
me not to or just... whatever.” They could give me support, that I didn’t have at that time. Also it helps
because I was able to share my problems with them, I could then also share my success with them and...
I think also, with some of our goals, if we tell other people they’re no longer our secret. Frequently what
I used to do was set a goal and say, “Right. 'm going to do “this””, but not tell anyone, so when I never
did it, well it didn’t really count. So by telling other people, “I really want to do this and I seek your
help”, they could keep you honest I suppose.

Two big Brazilian education firms, now in the process of merging, show how universities can do both
quantity and quality
Learning online and offline
IN THE United States worries about private, for-profit universities® high cost
and dubious quality abound. A congressional inquiry in 2012 acknowledged that the
sector, which trebled enrolment during the previous decade, gave students who were
older, poorer and often less well-prepared for further study than those at public or
non-profit institutions their best chance of a degree. But it concluded that soaring fees
and drop-out rates meant that a majority left with nothing more than extra debt.
Elsewhere in the Americas, though, the story is far more positive. After equally
hectic expansion, Brazil‘s for-profit institutions have three-quarters of the country‘s
higher-education market—and fees are low and quality is rising fast. And since a
degree boosts wages by a bigger multiple in Brazil than in any other country tracked
19 by the OECD, a club of mostly rich countries, graduates can make back their tuition
fees in just a few years.
Soon Brazil will become home not only to the world‘s liveliest for-profit
education sector, but to its biggest for-profit higher-education firm, too. Last month
the antitrust regulator, CADE, approved the purchase by Kroton, the biggest such
firm in Brazil, of Anhanguera, the second-biggest, to create a giant with a
stockmarket value of around 18 billion reais ($8 billion).
—Quality [in education] is easy,l says Rodrigo Galindo, Kroton‘s energetic
young boss. —And so is quantity. What*s difficult is combining the two.l The trick, he
explains, is to abandon —handcraftedl teaching methods for scalable ones: online
course materials and tutors; star teachers® lessons broadcast by satellite; tightly
specified franchise agreements with hundreds of local teaching centres staffed by
moderators. The company has invested heavily in —adaptivel learning materials—
computerised courses that react to users‘ progress by offering further explanation and
examples where answers suggest they are struggling, and moving on swiftly where
they are not.
Unopar, a university in Londrina, a foggy city in the south-eastern state of
Parana, was bought by Kroton in 2011 and is one of its best-known brands. A decade
ago it became the first institution in Brazil to get federal accreditation for the
distance-training of teachers. It soon realised that other degrees could be offered with
the same combination of high-quality online materials and weekly attendance at
seminars at a local centre. It is now Brazil‘s biggest provider of distance higher-
education, with 150,000 students registered at nearly 500 centres nationwide. The
most remote, with 300 students, is in Oriximina in the Amazonian state of Par3a,



accessible only by light plane or a 12-hour boat ride from Manaus, the region‘s main

city.

—These courses aren‘t easy, | says Elisa Assis, Unopar*s director for distance

education. —What they are is flexible.l Web-only courses often have high drop-out

rates, she explains. One reason for the weekly get-togethers, during which students

watch a class broadcast from headquarters followed by a moderated discussion, is to

keep students engaged and on track. Their questions give the university instant

feedback on how each lesson went, allowing it to improve the course.

My teenage granddaughter is in a miserable state. She has lost hope
Her self-esteem is at rock bottom and when at home she mostly stays in her
room. Annalisa Barbieri advises a reader

I am desperately worried about my teenage granddaughter, who is in a very
miserable state. Her self-esteem is at rock bottom, she has no confidence and
apparently no hope.

She is a sweet girl who has always been rather shy and quiet but seemed happy.

At her primary school, she got good reports, fitted in and had friends. However, she
struggled with concentration, particularly regarding written work. This continued into
the first two years of secondary education, where she showed ability in art and a
particular facility for cooking.

She enjoyed sport until she had an injury. Later, she was involved in Guides

and was doing well until, despite successfully undergoing a rigorous weekend away,
she failed to get on an overseas trip she had set her heart on. About the same time,
she began to develop school phobia and her attendance became erratic.

She managed some GCSE passes but opted to go to college, but gave up after a

few months. She was let go from seasonal work in a local shop. Since then, she seems
to have spent most of her time at home in her room. She will cook for family
occasions and generally join in, but only arrives after she has masked her face in
makeup.

The family context is, superficially, very good. My daughter, her mother, is

well qualified but has not had a permanent job since she married. My
granddaughter*s father works in a caring but inadequately paid occupation. My
granddaughter and her younger sibling have, at different times, lived with me (I am
widowed and have a sizeable property). But it didn‘t work out well as I got angry and
upset with her when she refused to go to school. The situation has got to a point
where I fear that without professional help her future is bleak. She has had
counselling but it has not been consistent. She has told me that she can talk to people
she does not know. She has also told me that medication would be a last resort.

She‘s your granddaughter, not your daughter, and while I applaud your

involvement, where is her mum, your daughter, in all of this?

I contacted Rajni Sharma, a child and adolescent psychotherapist
(childpsychotherapy.org.uk), who thought it was —clear how committed you are to
your granddaughter and how much you care about her. In contrast, you don‘t mention
your relationship with your daughter.|

We both feel this is quite key. For one, why are your daughter and her husband

not taking charge of this? —There seems to be,| says Sharma, —a muddle between
generational roles that may colour your worry.l Is there something unsaid,
unfinished, unresolved between you and your daughter that this teenager represents?
Thwarted ambitions maybe? Disappointments? Sharma felt your granddaughter
sounded like —a girl who is open to new experiences and can cope when some don‘t
go to plan. I am curious about frustration and protest underneath her misery and a
struggle to get outwardly angry.l

Her school refusal would bear this out: a not doing of something, instead,



maybe, of getting angry. And maybe she needs to rebel.

I was left wondering how much your granddaughter is the canary in a family

situation and whether you are all trying to fix her, because it‘s easier than fixing

something else? There seemed a lot unsaid in your letter.

—She‘s able to pick herself up and she is resourceful,| Sharma points out, —and

not conventionally academic.l And that‘s OK, isn‘t it? There was also something of

the —setbacks echoing past disappointments [in your granddaughter‘s pursuits, some

of which I have edited to avoid identification], that maybe you worry this is the

beginning of serious lifelong failures and difficulties.l

But she‘s only a teenager. What were you like when you were her age?

Sharma suggests you talk to your daughter and her husband, come up with a

strategy to support each other, with them as her parents and you in the supporting

granny role — a very valuable position. In supporting her parents, you will be

supporting your granddaughter. This leads me to ask: do you trust your daughter‘s

parenting?

It sounds as if your granddaughter responds well to therapy, and this can

identify any underlying low mood or anxiety she may have, but as you say, she needs

a more consistent approach. (Go to the —find a therapist pagel in the link above). It‘s

very important that your granddaughter has somewhere thats all her own to talk. If

she then decides, with her therapist, to bring in other family members, then so be it.

You mention self-esteem and confidence. These are built by being listened to,

respected, not having feelings minimised and being supported through trial and error.

—Being allowed to be yourself and fit into the world,| says Sharma.

Mother Fined For Son's Absences.

An Ipswich mother, who allowed her son to go on holiday during school term, has been fined £400 after her son
repeatedly refused to go to school.

The 36-year-old mother, who cannot be named for legal reasons, appeared before South East Suffolk
Magistrates Court yesterday where magistrates heard her 14-year-old son was currently on holiday in Spain.
She told that court: "He just does not like going to school. Although he is getting better now and seems to be
enjoying it."

The boy has had 145 unauthorised absences between October 15 last year and March 22 this year. His absences
were blamed on a late-night life style.

The mother has been attending parenting classes voluntarily and told the court that she thought they were
helping her.

Out of the last eight school sessions - there are two a day - he has attended five.

Chairman of the bench David Coe asked her if she thought she could get her son to school in future.

"Yes I think I can with some help," she said.

She told the court that he was on holiday during the time other pupils were doing work experience because he
had not been given a place.

On sentencing Mr Coe said: "He is not in school and then he disappears on holiday. We would expect the local
authority to bring this back to court quickly if there are further problems."

She was fined £400 and ordered to pay £50.

Yesterday's case is the second to be dealt with by south east Suffolk magistrates recently. Last month a 37-year-
old was fined £50 after her son had attended just 16 out of 182 sessions.

And the cases follow national concern after Oxfordshire mother Patricia Amos was jailed for allowing her
children to miss school. She was originally sentenced to 60 days' jail, but this was reduced on appeal.

Are celebrities bad for you?

Celebrities are everywhere nowadays: on TV, in magazines, online. Is this preoccupation with famous
people harmless fun or is it bad for us? How many people are truly obsessed with modern media idols?
And on the other side of the coin, can fame be harmful to the celebrities?

Studies suggest that the vast majority of teenagers do not really worship celebrities. Researchers have
identified three kinds of fans. About 15% of young people have an ‘entertainment-social’ interest. They
love chatting about their favourite celebrities with friends and this does not appear to do any harm.



Another 5% feel that they have an ‘intense-personal’ relationship with a celebrity. Sometimes they see
them as their soulmate and find that they are often thinking about them, even when they don’t want to.
These people are more at risk from depression and anxiety. If girls in this group idolise a female star
with a body they consider to be perfect, they are more likely to be unhappy with their own bodies.

That leaves 2% of young people with a ‘borderline-pathological’ interest. They might say, for example,
they would spend several thousand pounds on a paper plate the celebrity had used, or that they would do
something illegal if the celebrity asked them to. These people are in most danger of being seriously
disturbed.

What about the celebrities themselves? A study in the USA tried to measure narcissism or extreme self-
centredness, when feelings of worthlessness and invisibility are compensated for by turning into the
opposite: excessive showing off. Researchers looked at 200 celebrities, 200 young adults with Masters
in Business Administration (a group known for being narcissistic) and a nationally representative
sample using the same questionnaire. As was expected, the celebrities were significantly more
narcissistic than the MBAs and both groups were a lot more narcissistic than the general population.
Four kinds of celebrity were included in the sample. The most narcissistic were the ones who had
become famous through reality TV shows — they scored highest on vanity and willingness to exploit
other people. Next came comedians, who scored highest on exhibitionism and feelings of superiority.
Then came actors, and the least narcissistic were musicians. One interesting result was that there was no
connection between narcissism and the length of time the celebrity had been famous. This means that
becoming famous probably did not make the celebrities narcissistic — they already were beforehand.

So, what can we learn from this? People who are very successful or famous tend to be narcissists and
are liable to be ruthless, self-seeking workaholics. As we can see from celebrity magazines, they are also
often desperate and lonely. They make disastrous role models.

Presenter: So, we’re back in the studio. Welcome back, everyone. My name’s Rick Walker.
From our laptops to our televisions, from the displays on our smartphones to those on our
satnavs, we are in front of screens all the time. Have you ever wondered what it would be like
to disconnect completely? To choose not to have access to the internet? If you have, you may
be in need of a digital detox — a total switch-off from all things digital. The idea of people
taking a digital detox is becoming more and more popular, especially amongst young people
— and today we’re joined by someone who’s tried a number of digital detox activities and is
here to give us some advice about it. Amanda Vince, welcome to the studio.

Amanda: Thank you very much.

Presenter: So, Amanda, you work for a fashion magazine in London, right? I guess your work
means you need to be online a lot.

Amanda: Oh, yes. Apart from the hundreds of emails I get every day, I’'m always browsing
fashion websites, as well as online videos. I also need to be very active online, especially on
Twitter and Instagram — sharing what we’re doing in the magazine, interacting with designers,
photographers, influencers ... it never stops, literally. Then of course there’s my friends and
family to keep in touch with online too, and for me, my work grew out of my passion, so
friends and work colleagues aren’t two totally separate groups of people and it all gets a bit
messy online sometimes. I think I’m online for at least 12 hours a day.

Presenter: So, how did you get the idea for a digital detox?

Amanda: I read a book about it, called Log Off: How to Stay Connected after Disconnecting.
The author’s name is Blake Snow. That book gave me some really good advice and made me
think about trying to change some of my digital habits. I started with removing distraction.
Presenter: What do you mean by that?

Amanda: That means turning off alerts, buzzes, alarms or notifications of any kind. I had
notifications set up for everything, and it meant I was always being forced to look at my
phone. Removing all of them except for important contacts helped me focus immediately. The
book also made a really good point, that we should ask ourselves ‘Why?’ every time we take
out our phone. I realised that most of the times I looked at my phone were because I was
trying to avoid or ignore something else happening right in front of me. It was an automatic
habit.

Presenter: I have to confess, that happens to me too. But what else are you going to do when
you’re standing in line at the bank or waiting for your train?

Amanda: OK, yes, I'm the first to admit that it’s great for helping time go by. But speaking
personally, I found I wasn’t just checking my phone to kill time when I was alone. I was also
doing it with friends or family around.

Presenter: Hmmm ... right. Well, so far, this doesn’t sound too drastic. Turning off notifications
and becoming aware of when we use our devices. That sounds easy.

Amanda: Yes, it’s the first step. Once we begin to realise just how much of a grip our devices
have on us, then we’re ready to really take the next step. First, my partner and I did a
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weekend with absolutely no screens. She found it easier than I did. For me, it was a little bit
scary at first but it turned out to be a pretty rewarding experience.

Presenter: A whole weekend, huh? I don’t know if I could ...

Amanda: I think everyone has to do this at their own pace. If a weekend feels too much,
maybe just try for an evening. Then work your way up to more. I guarantee, once you’ve tried
it, you’ll want to try it again. We’re going to try for a whole week in the summer.

Presenter: OK, let’s pause there then and see what our listeners have to say. You can call us
here directly, or send us a message on any of our social media channels ... oops, should I be
saying that? Anyway, more after the break.

Millennials in the workplace

Background

Millennials (those born between the early 1980s and the early 1990s) make up a huge part of our
workforce but they seem to lack loyalty to the companies and the leaders they work for. Multinational
companies are noticing larger turnover rates of millennials as employee retention rates fall. This report
looks at the findings of two large-scale surveys on the mindset of the millennial generation and explores
how organisations can strive to address these needs, increase employee engagement and encourage
retention.

Research

In a global survey conducted by PricewaterhouseCoopers (PwC), more than 40,000 millennial (born
between 1983 and 1993) and non-millennial responses were collected on the topics of workplace
culture, communication and working styles, pay structure, career development, work—life balance, etc.
In a separate global survey conducted by Deloitte, more than 10,000 millennials participated in a study
about their perceptions of the threats and opportunities in the complex world of work.

Key findings

Millennials are as committed to their work as their more senior colleagues.

Millennials value interesting work and a good work—life balance. They do not believe that excessive
work demands are worth sacrifices in their personal lives.

Millennials want flexibility in their working hours and are willing to give up pay increases and
promotions for a flexible working schedule. They believe that success should be measured by
productivity and not by the number of hours they are seen in an office.

Millennials want to feel supported and appreciated by their company and their superiors.



Millennials want more opportunities to develop their skills. These include technological skills,
teamwork and interpersonal skills.

Millennials believe that businesses and business leaders should contribute to the improvement of society
and they are more likely to be loyal to a company with strong ethics.

Recommendations

Organisations and managers wanting to retain millennials should consider:

monitoring their workload and satisfaction levels with their work—life balance

creating a flexible work culture where employees have more control over their working hours and their
work location providing meaningful work and interesting opportunities

offering help and support in continuing professional development changing the organisation's goals
from being mainly about profit-making to motives that address social concerns and solve wider societal
problems.

Text 5 ways to make your lessons more effective and engaging using a smart phone

I am obsessed with educational technology, but this obsession is of a rare type which leads to positive
outcomes. Now it is difficult to imagine my work and my students (I mostly deal with adult learners in a
corporate setting) without using tablets and smart phones. I want this article to be of a more practical
value, so I’d rather just give a list of 5 things we do with mobile devices in class and a short description
for each usage.

1. Using a learning management system (LMS)



This is a real game changer! Since I started using an LMS in my work 2 years ago my life as a teacher
has changed completely. It takes on a lot of functions of a coursebook, your work becomes more
creative and flexible. With a good LMS you can practically do anything you want in terms of methods,
course design and curriculum. What I am doing now is writing my own course for adult learners and
they do like it! Due to using an LMS, we have switched to the blended learning format, and it proves to
be very effective. The majority of my students prefer a mobile device to a desk top when working in our
LMS, that’s a fact. You don’t have to be rich or wait until your school integrates an LMS, because some
providers allow creating free accounts for teachers, and you can start experimenting right away.

2. Trello

Students no longer like paper notebooks to write down new vocabulary. At least my students, because
we have found something more interesting and engaging. Trello is a collaboration tool created for
business, but we use the free version of it, which is important to me, to learn English: keep the record of
new words and phrases, make grammar notes and keep all the necessary files in one virtual place.

3. Quizlet Live

The application Quizlet is not new on the market, but the feature called Live Classroom has been
launched quite recently. What it allows you to do is to turn a list of words or a set of cards with any
information into a team game. Lively, engaging, fun!

4. Making a presentation and sharing it with your students

I use various tools for creating presentations on grammar, vocabulary, phonics. When they have a
presentation like that on their devices, instead of using a whiteboard, I encourage them to work in
groups and come up with their versions of the content. Then we discuss it with the whole class and my
function is just to be a good “host”, make corrections and help the students figure everything out for
themselves. I also make videos, put them on YouTube and the group can watch them at any convenient
time.

5. Creating groups in messengers

I keep in touch with my students by creating a group in popular messengers which all of them have on
their smart phones. Changes in the schedule, notes on homework, anything that is important is very hard
to miss if you have such a group.

In conclusion, I would like to point it out that using mobile devices can be effectively applied practically
to any aspect of your teaching job and make your interaction with students more interesting and
engaging, as you can see from the examples mentioned above.

What can you advise this teacher?

Kevin is attending a teacher training seminar. How is he feeling? Have you
ever felt like that at a seminar?

The seminar is called How to Teach Speaking. Kevin is very happy to be there and hopes to learn a
lot of new speaking activities that he can do with his learners. The presenter is positive and funny so
everyone is enjoying themselves. However, the presenter uses a lot of big words and Kevin isn’t sure
if he understands them.

‘When we talk about teaching speaking we need to be clear about which sub-skills we are teaching.
For example, it could be paraphrasing, a really important skill when you want to report what someone
else said in your own words. Other sub-skills are hesitation devices, circumlocution, asking for
clarification, and other formulaic expressions. Do you understand?’

Kevin gets more and more confused but he is too embarrassed to ask what it all means. Maybe
everyone else can understand. Then the presenter asks the teachers to get into groups of four and
make posters to show what all the speaking sub-skills are. The presenter goes out of the room for
five minutes but the teachers don’t understand what to do. They talk about what they are going to

do at the weekend instead of making the posters.

Why is Kevin confused?

* How could the presenter check that the teachers understand what she is saying during the seminar?
» Why did the teachers start talking about their weekend plans?

» What should the presenter do to make sure the teachers do the task (making posters)?

How does it work?

When you are aware of what learners can/can’t do and how they generally behave at their age, you are
able to plan more effective lessons and respond more helpfully to their behaviour in class. For example,
if a five-year-old can’t sit still in class, you will remember that learners at that age have a lot of energy
and change your lesson so the learners can stand up and move. Remember that all individuals, classes
and cultures are different, so don’t be surprised if you need to change/add to the list of general
characteristics in 2B.

Understanding what motivates your learners is important because high levels of motivation generally
result in high levels of success. Hungarian researchers Dornyei and Csizér (1998) wanted to identify
what things teachers did in the classroom that made the greatest difference to learner motivation.

They asked 200 primary, secondary and university teachers and produced a list of ‘commandments

for motivating language learners’, i.e. things that teachers should do. Dérnyei and Csizér’s top six
commandments are:

. set a personal example with your own behaviour

. create a pleasant, relaxed atmosphere in the classroom

. present the tasks properly

. develop a good relationship with the learners

. increase the learners’ linguistic self-confidence

. make the language classes interesting

Classroom management

Rationale

Circle time is an activity that lets learners share their feelings in a safe environment. It encourages
them to help make decisions about their learning and to notice and accept differences of opinion.

It also provides you with important information about what the learners like/don’t like doing in class.
Instructions

* Choose a class that you feel comfortable trying something new with. If your class is very

big, try working with half the class at a time while the other learners do some written work.

» Sit the learners in a circle on the floor or chairs, perhaps outside if you need space.

* Use a shared language for the activity unless the learners have a high level of English.

* Explain that you want to know how they like to learn so that you can plan better lessons.

* Set the rules: (1) only the person holding the speaking object is allowed to speak; (2) no interrupting;
(3) people can pass if they don’t want to say anything; (4) no put-downs.

* Hold the speaking object and complete a sentence yourself (e.g. In my free time I...). Pass the object
to

the learner on your left to complete the same sentence and then pass the object to the next person on
their left. Continue until everyone has had a chance to speak. It’s important that you do not interrupt,
judge or correct the learners (unless they break any of the rules).

» Repeat with different sentence starters to elicit what motivates them (e.g. I like a teacher who...,

I enjoy lessons when..., I don’t like lessons when...).

* Thank the learners for sharing their ideas. Explain that you will think about what they said when
you are planning lessons, but of course you won’t be able to do what everyone wants.

* [f appropriate, ask your learners to discuss with a partner how they found the activity and then
share their feelings with you.

* How did your learners respond to the circle time activity? What worked well/didn’t work?

One thing the world of ELT doesn’t seem to be lacking is materials.

There are coursebook packages with all their extra components, graded readers, photcopiable resource
packs, dictionary sets, exam practice papers, digital resources and much more. However, despite the
plethora of materials on offer, teachers always seem to want more!

Why do we do this? Well, hopefully, it’s because we are striving to meet the needs of our students. No
coursebook will ever be 100% relevant to our teaching context or our learners’ interests so
supplementary resources will always be necessary. Authentic materials also offer the advantage of
exposing our classes to ‘real English’ and building the confidence that in our students that they can
interact with language from outside the classroom.

It is always important, however, to ensure that any extra material is chosen for the right reasons and not
just because it looks like a good way to ‘fill a lesson’. Here are six questions I always ask myself when
selecting materials and/or designing tasks for my students:

How does it match our learning aims?

This is a question we should ask ourselves with any resource we bring into the classroom,
supplementary or not! The important point here is never to use something just because we think the
class will enjoy it or because another teacher said it worked well. The starting point has to be the
learning aim. If we see, for example, contrasting photos of a town as it is now and as it was 50 years
ago, they potentially match the learning aim of comparing and contrasting and could be useful practice
for the FCE exam. A funny photo of a cat inside a shoe might be more difficult to justify, however!
Does it match my learners’ needs and interests?

This is often one of the main reasons for using a supplementary resource — the material on offer in our
coursebooks may cover language they already know or it might be centred on a topic that they are not



particularly interested in. We may then look for something that offers the right amount of challenge or a
more engaging topic. I recently taught past tenses to a group of teenagers and one of the tasks in the
coursebook was to read about the life of Lionel Messi and then write a biography of a sports star they
liked. Many of the group were simply not into sports that much. Knowing that many of them were
interested in (strangely for 15-17 year olds) cookery, I prepared a short biography of Jamie Oliver for
them, tweaked the tasks to make them a little more challenging, and then offered them a free choice on
who they would write about, thus matching their interests and meeting their needs more closely.

Is it appropriate for their level, age and culture?

These points might sound obvious but it is something I have seen many times over the years (and also
something I did a few times myself early in my career) — the teacher selects something that they think
will be interesting and useful for their students, a song perhaps that contains many examples of the
second conditional. However, in the classroom, despite a series of well-designed activities to go with it,
the material receives a muted response. Why? Well, when this happened to me several years ago (using
a song as described above), reflection brought me back to the above points — while the target structure
was in the song, the level of vocabulary was way over the students’ heads; the song in question was a hit
in the early 90s but was unfamiliar to most of the class (who were adults but a few years younger than
me); and neither the style of music nor the content of the lyrics were what those students were used to
from their own culture. When it comes to songs, I usually let students choose them these days!

How much adaptation is needed?

Connected to the previous questions, it is always worth thinking about this before spending hours
adapting the language and preparing the activities. In terms of language, this is why I often use photos
and videos with little or no dialogue — there is less to adapt! It also allows for students to create more
language themselves (but that is something to focus on in another post!) If you need to spend a long
time preparing activities to pre-teach the vocabulary in a video clip, it is perhaps a sign that the level or
the content is not suitable for your class. Likewise, if you feel the need to rewrite a text to make it more
appropriate for your class, you might be better off continuing your search for another text.

What advantages does it offer over what is already available?

As mentioned at the start of this post, schools often have materials in abundance. It is always worth
checking through those before you decide to create something entirely new. Despite their limitations,
these resources have been created by ELT experts and there are often alternative ideas for how to use
them in the teachers’ notes. If you aren’t sure where to start, asking your colleagues who have taught
similar courses is always a good idea. They are likely to have resources and ideas already adapted to
your context (although you should still think about your own class and their needs before using it) and
they may also have useful advice on teaching the course in general. If looking through the resource
cupboards, shared digital folders or asking colleagues doesn’t prove fruitful, then by all means find
different resources and make your own activities but make sure you share them in the staffroom as well!
Can I use it legally?

Last, but by no means least, is the issue of copyright. We must remember that images, videos, articles,
music and even pdf worksheets are not always legally available for use in the classroom. The key things
to check for are:

that the material has been posted by the author (a video on the official BBC YouTube channel, for
example, is more likely to have been uploaded legally than the same clip under the username ‘LOLTV
Moments’)

permission for the content to be re-used — look out for a Creative Commons licence or any terms and
conditions on the webpage and always credit the creator/website

that the material is connected to the aim of your lesson (back to the first question again) and you only
use the amount necessary to illustrate the point (in other words, a clip from a TV show, not the entire
episode).
